Solar Panels – Federal and state laws limit HOA’s form prohibiting solar panels All solar panel installations must comply with  federal and local laws. However we can regulate some aspects of the installation. In the North Crossing Community ground mounted solar units are not allowed.  
Wind Turbines – No wind turbines are allowed.
Trash Removal – Per the HOA covenants: No rubbish, trash or garbage shall be kept or placed outside of any dwelling on the property  except that covered trash containers may be placed in front of a lot for pick up if so placed not earlier than dusk on the evening preceding the day of such pick up. All refuse shall be in City approved containers. No lose trash or bags are allowed.

Commercial Vehicles – Per the HOA covenants: No commercial vehicle, recreational vehicle, boats or any other vehicle or equipment of a similar nature (all trailers) shall be allowed on any lot or portion of the common area unless they are stored in a garage and out of public view. The HOA has adopted the State definition of a commercial vehicle: “Commercial motor vehicle (CMV)  A motor vehicle or combination of vehicle used in interstate commerce to transport passengers or property
1)  when the vehicle has a gross weight rating of 26,001 or more pounds inclusive of tow vehicle weight rating or more than 10,000 pounds:; or 

2) Is designed or used to transport more than 8 passengers (including driver) for compensation; or

3) Is designed or used to transport more than 15 passengers, including the driver, and is not use to transport passengers for compensation; of

4) Is used in transporting hazardous materials in a quantity requiring placarding.

Parking – The HOA has adopted the City Parking Ordinances for commercial/oversized vehicles to aid in reducing the number of trucks, buses or trailers within our neighborhood.

1. A motor vehicle with permanent outside dimensions greater than eight (8) feet wide (exclusive of mirrors), eight (8) feet tall, or twenty-two (22) feet long;

2. A motor vehicle externally mounted work equipment that causes the outside dimension to be greater than eight (8) feet wide, eight (8) feet wide , or twenty-two

feet long

3. A trailer or semitrailer.
